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ITORIAL

"Our wishes are our own, but not their ends.” The truth of this addage
comes home tellingly to us as we place before our readers this not so
maturefruit of our students’ efforts. With the revival of the Magazine last
year, we had fondly hoped that this issue of the magazine would certainly
be a few rungs higher up the ladder to perfection, than the one that had
marked the revival. How disappointed we are! The response to our call for
contributions has been very poor, with only a handful of articles reaching
us, notwithstanding the month and a half that the students had to give
their creative abilities a definite form. Originality is not certainly among
the strong points of college magazines, but it is much less so with what
is found in the pages that follow. While the number of contributions was
small, a good many of the contributors sent in more than one piece. We
have not much to write home about either the standard of the articles or
their variety and range. Too many poems, not many of them worth the
name, a few essays, no fiction and a number of tit-bits, -these about sum
up the contents of this volume, as far as the creative effortsof our students

The editor’s job was both easy and difficult - easy because there
waren’t many contributions to choose from, and difficult because of the
Jjob involved editing almost all the contributions. We lament the absence
in the pages of this number, any evidence of an attempt at thought-
provoking essays, analysis of the burning issues confrontin g theyouth in
general and the students in particular, anecdotes related to campus life,
exciting humour, gripping narration of fact and fiction, scintillating
cartoons, imaginative photographs or attractive art work. Articles in
Hindi are conspicuous by their absence.

College magazines should reflect accurately the capabilities of its
contributors- thestudens of the Intermediate and undergraduate classes.
Given the present day standards of communication skills their efforts at
creative exercises can at best beamateurish, thou Shnone can deny flashes
of rare brilliance in exceptional cases. This magazine, alas, hasn't even
that level of amateurishness tht characterises productions of its class.
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Well, man lives on hope and so do we. If a fall cannot be avoided,
they say, greatness lies in rising to a higher level every time we fall. This
thought gives us the confidence that our next issue will definitely meet
all the requirements of a good college magazine. In fact we look forward
to the day when our studentswill themselves take over the responsibility
of editing their magazine, looking to us only for guidance!

Paper in tonnes and ink in equal quantity must have been
consuemd in offering suggstions and recommending ‘meaningful’
changes in the country's higher education system to make it relevant to
the present day needs of the country. Our quest for a model has
unfortunately been elusive like water in the mirage. The reasons are not
far to seek. Obviously a lack of will, coupled no doubt with the paucity
of funds has kept us from breaking off with a counter productive and
burdensome educational legacy. The plethora of committees that have
gone into the issue have made their recommendations which have
suffered entirely in implementation. To start with, we haven 't been able
to bring about an ideal teacher student ratio in the crowded institutions
of higher learning. So long as this elementary condition is not fulfilled,
excellence in higher education will still be a dream. The teacher, pitted
against an eighty to a hundred strong class, ceases to be a teacher, but
just a ring-master in circus show. It is often forgotten that a teacher is
onewho teaches and that heis not trained and therefore can’t be expected
to ‘maintain’ or ‘control’ an overcrowded class of students with
questionable motivation and disparate levels of achievements. A teacher
is, after all, different from a policeman. It cannot be the teacher’s
business to ‘control’ aclass. He ‘manages’ it. This is possible if the class
isof a ‘'manageable’ size. The number of teacherstoberecruited then will
be high. The country cannot afford it, say the planners. They hardly
realise that noinvestment can be too high when it concerns the education

of the community. Assome one has rightly said, "investing in education

is costly, but not investing can be costlier.” Haven't we realised the

truth of this statement already?

More and better equipped schools and colleges, more and better
qualified teachers 'handling’ a manageable section of students, an
imaginativelyand innovatively planned education pattern, lively enough
toattract the student to the cammpus, and a reliable examination system
are the need of the hour. Until these are achieved, the present systein of
eudcation with its ‘nightmarish’ examination system can only produce
stunted and pervert intellectuals.

Among the co-curricular activities Sports and games occupy the first place. As in the
previous year, this year too our athletes and players have distinguished themselves winning
many laurels. The college Football and Hockey teams emerged champions in the Inter-
collegiate tournaments conducted by Nagarjuna University. At the Inter-collegiate Athletics
meet held by the University at Guntur, the college team won the trophy for the third year in
succession. Our star performers at the meet were N.Krishnam Raju (I B.Sc.) who stood first
in 200 mts, 400 mts and 800 mtsraces, Dalyn Clark (1B.Com) firstin Shotput and Discus throw,
D Naresh Kumar (Jr.Inter) first in Long jump, T.Venkaiah (Sr. Inter) second in Triple jump,
M.Deva Raju (Sr. Inter) third in Triple jump. Our Relay team consisting of N.Krishnam Raju,
D Naresh Kumar, T.Venkaiah and V.Bhaskar won the firstplacein4 x 100 mts and 4 x 400 mts
Relay races. N. Krishnam Raju had the distinction of having scored the second highest number

of points, missing narrowly the individual championship.

‘and Dr.V.K.S.Sastry were dersignated Readers by Nagarjuna University. They deserve our.
- congratulations. Dr.J.Chandrasekhara Rao continues his research on "Pollution Potential of

Kolleru Lake" - a major project sanctioned by the Department of Science and Technology. He
has published two papers during the current year : One on "Pollution Potential of the KCP
Distillery effluence on Chandraiah Drain” in the Indian Journal of Environmental Health, and
the other on "Algae Flora of Chandraiah Drain" in PHYCQOS, an:’/ ICAR journal. A couple of
other lecturers are engaged in minor research projects, e.g. Mr.T.Sri Kumar of Physics
Department on "Optical Reflection for Road safety”. Dr. N.Appanna of Botany Department on
"Parthenium - Its Impact on Asthmaand Skin Allergy". Dr.N.V.Ramana Murthy of Mathematics
Department presented a paper titled "A note on Minimal Infective Resolutions™ at the
conference on"AdvancesinAlgebraand Its Applications” held atAligarh Uriversity. Fr.Jayapalan
of the Telugu Department published two books ;fParamanandaiah Sishyula Kathalaloni
Paramartham"” and "Bible Kathalu". Some of our lecturers frequently contribute to journals and
news papers. However, we have a long way to go in the area of serious research work.

7. AUTONOMOUS PROGRAMME

On this topic | have little to add to what | reported last year, except that we have started

- two more diploma courses - one in Spoken English and the other in Environmental Studies. A

Review Committee constituted by the University visited the college last April and stuidied the
working of autonomy and recommended the continuation of autonomous status for the college.

The experiment of autonomous colleges has been frequently discussed in newspapers:
in academic as well as administrative circles, not to mention teachers' associations. Our
teacherss too had prolonged discussions on this topic at the end of the previous academic
year. The emerging picture out of all these debates is as follows. The scheme of autonomous
colleges is a progressive measure which will help to improve the standard of collegiate
education. Itshould notbe abandoned because of some difficulties or a few instances of failure.

Attempts should be made to solve the difficulties and to improve the functioning of autonomous

What is Psychology really like ?

One way to start trying to define psychology would be that it is the science thgt
studies man. It is a partial definition. Psychology also studies lower animals. It is
interested in the behaviour of all living creatures, which it designates by the scientific term

organisms. -
A psychologist can perform with lower animals experiments that would be unethical

- toattempt on human beings. The possible definition of psychology is that it is the science

that systematically studies and attempts to explain observable behaviour and its relation-
ship to the unseen mental processes that go on inside the organism on the one hand to
external events in the environment on the other. It naturally follows that the goals of
psychology, are “to understand and predict behaviour”.

The subject matter of psychology includess learning, thinking, problem solving, the
senses, perception, emotions, motives, personality, and abnormal behaviour. The
science of psychology is empirical, which means that it is based on studies made with the
greatest possible precision and objectivity.

The methods of psychology include experiment, naturalistic observation, tests,
interviews, and questionnaires. Inan experiment, the experimenter controls the independent
variable, which is set up independently of anything his subject does or does not do, and
then studies the dependent variable. Although psychology is a pure science, interested
in knowledge for the sake of knowledge, many of its findings have had a practical
application in modern life. .

Examples of applied psychology include :

a) Clinical and counselling psychology, or the diagnosis and treatment of behaviour
problems.

b) The use of strandardized tests and of the principles of learning.

¢) The use by industry of studies of the effects of fatigue, working hours, and employee
morale, also of human engineering, which is the design of equipment and machinery
that fit the actual size, strength, and capabilities of human beings who will use them.

Psychology has con tributed insights into many social problem including genera-
tion gap, the use of drugs, and the results of the population explosion (including violence,

crime etc.)

ANIMAL SONARK :

Men havelongmarvelled at the ability of bats to catch their insect prey at night and
to manouver in dark cvaves, where they avoid stalactites and other obstacles. The Italian
naturalist Lazzaro Spallanzani noticed that when he released a captive owl in his room,
the owl, became quite helpless after the lighted candle was blown out. The owl obviously
could not see in the dark, but when Spallanzani repeated the experiment with bats, he
soon found that even in complete darkness they avoided obstacles and never hit the
walls. :

Spallanzani first thought these bats were able to see by light that was too dim to
be perceived by man or the owl. He tied a hood of opaque material around their heads
and noted that they could not avoid obstacles even in daylight, so he concluded that the
eyes were essential for their flight. But later when he blinded bats, whose eyes were
poorly developed to begin with but kept their earss uncovered, he found that they could
still avoid obstacles in flight as easily as before. On the other hand, when he plugged the
ears of the bats with wax, they became disoriented. Plugging only one ear did not make
much difference, but if both were plugged, they became almost completely helpless.

Spallanzani was never able to discover how bats orient in flight. Not until the
apparatus had been developed that could detect and record sound waves beyond the
hearing range of man did the full story become known. A student brought some bats to
a Physics professor who had ultrasonic detecting equipment, and they found that bats
emit a wide variety of sounds, upto 1,00,000 cps (the limit for hearing in man is below
20,000 cps). Later work has shown that bats emit short pulses of high frequency sound,
and that the reflections or echoes of these sound pulses tell them the location of solid
objects. The system is in principle the same as that used in SONAR (Sound navigation
and ranging) which is employed, for example, in the detection of submarines. The devices
constructed by man weigh hundreds of pounds, but the immensely more precise system
of the bat consists of an ultrasonic sound generator in the vocal cords and a detector
mechanism in the minute structures of the ear. All these are housed in an animal that
weighs less than an ounce.

Small bats (Microchiroptera) all rely on echo locatio.: for orientation, but many of
the large bats (Mega Chiroptera), such as flying foxes, have no SONAR. There are fruit
eaters and they fly and feed in day light ; their prominent eyes indicate that they depend
on vision, and if forced to fly in complete darkness, they are confused and disoriented.
