Publications:

Fitoterapia in December 2006. Besides this, he has co-authored two more research papers with Dr.K.Sri Rama
Murthy, Head, P.G. Dept. of Botany. Dr.Durga P.Ohja, Head, P.G. Dept. of Physics, has the unique distinction in this
college for maximum number of research publications. In this academic year 2006-2007, sixteen of his research
papers were published in international journals.

He presented
a paper at the first International conference on “Indigenous Vegetables and Legumes” (VS - 2006)" held at ICRISAT,
Hyderabad, during November 12-15, 2006. Sri G. Murali Krishna and Sri G.Sahaya Bhaskaran are on UGC FIP and
published research papers in International journals. Dr.G.A.Prasad Rao, Librarian, presented a Research Paperatan
International Conference, conducted by U.G.C. — INFLIBNET at Gulbarga University, Karnataka.
