Brief Write Up:
Silent spring Published in 1962 written by “Rachel Louise Carson” was born on May
27, 1907 in Pennsylvania, U.S.A. Tt was during 1950% after the world war-2, all the
inerganic chemicals got used extremely as pesticides in agricultura.

The silent spring is the collection of 17 chapters which are interconnected giving a
common message and with a very brief introduction. Carson attacks pesticides and their
effects on the ecosystem, its species other than the actual pests .she has briefly explained
how these chemicals are becoming deadlier for all living creatures including the human
beings. Showed how these chemicals circulating from one grade of species o other
through a process called Bio magnification. She also pointed out the carcinogenic praperties
of these chemicals to human beings along with other disorders to human beings. She has
suggested to use the other biotic methods through which the pests could be reduced and
explained various effectively worked biotic methods.

Within a few years due to pesticides she stated that all the living organisms are
dying due to the exposure to the chemicals. DDT bought on the “age of resislance” and
noted that once started could not be stopped our desire of total control of nature was
conceived in arrogance, because the insects reproduce fairly often and in large amounts.
This rapid population growth makes genetic selection to occur faster They develop
resistance to these chemicals, passing their trait to off springs. So there wouled be no
permanent effect on Insects, but ironically these pesticides showing their effect on other
higher group animais because these are passed from one to other indirectly through food

chain.

These accumulated chemicals slowly react in water resuiting in new chemicals
Killing the life. Marine life is important te all life, the farmers are Ignoring the basic fact
that by making the soil in fertile they are not even allowing the plant to grow before it get
attacked by the insects. One other most heavily impacted group of animal due te chemical
spraying are birds, as birds are very sensitive creatures dying with respiratory problems ,in
fertility of embryos resulting in the decrease of their population. “The human price” how
much the human beings are been effected due to these chermicals, mainly the liver 74
failures, various infections and cancer is deadliest among all, even children are also been
dying due to cancer, this is because the food we are eating filled with pesticides and also
due to direct exposure to the chemicals. She has briefly explained various biotic methods,
which are practically proven like sterilizing of male insects, Intreducing natural pathogenic
bacteria various insect species etc. and she supported the implementing of biotic methods
to control the insect population, which will not cause any damage to the nature.
